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How GROW
Works

GROW (Gaining Resources for Older
Workers) matches older workers (ages 55
and over) with jobs registered by private
individuals and families who need help in
their homes. Jobs may be one time, short
term, long term, part time or full time.

Older workers register with GROW and
identify the types of work they are able to
do. The person needing work done (the
employer) contacts GROW to register a
job.

GROW matches an available worker to the
jobs which are registered. (If GROW has
no worker to refer, the employer is
notified.)

The worker contacts the employer to
discuss the job. The employer may ask
for references or other proof that the
worker can do the job.

The employer and the worker negotiate
the conditions of the job such as rate of
pay, job duties, and schedules.

If the employer and the worker agree to
work together, a match has been made. If
there is no match, the employer may call
GROW for another referral.

There is no charge by GROW for this
service, but contributions are accepted.

You Need to
Know

You should give careful thought to the
hiring decision and check the references
of any worker you are considering for a
position in your home.

If you are not comfortable interviewing a
worker, negotiating wages, etc., you might
ask a friend or family member to help you.
If you do not want the responsibilities of
hiring a worker directly, you could arrange
for services through a home health
services agency (in the yellow pages).

If you need services for which you cannot
afford to pay, call the Senior Resource
Line of Broome County Office for Aging
at 778-2411. The Senior Resource Line
staff can help determine if other programs
could help you.
